• Elective academic (credit) Bethune courses: 
BC 3000, 3010 and BC 3900 in Peer 
Leadership. 

• Academic and Career Seminars: speakers, 
discussion groups and other programs to 
interest students and faculty. 

• Bethune College Council: our student 
government in charge of social, cultural and 
sports events both on and off campus, the 
college newspaper (The Lexicon), social 
orientation, student lounges.  It also oversees 
the Bethune Athletics Committee, which 
manages recreational sports activities and 
intramural sports. !

• Student Clubs.  A wide range of interests are
